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UN workshop for scribes on fortified rice

Mission to reduce anaemia, micronutrient deficiency

Lucknow, Aug 11:

The United Nations
World Food Programme
(UNWFP) in partnership
with New Concept Infor-
mation Systems Pvt Ltd
organised a workshop for
sensitisation of media rep-
resentatives on fortified
rice here on Wednesday.
Arun Kumar, state Ad-
ditional Commissioner,
Food & Supplies Depart-
ment, addressed the me-
dia during the workshop.
He informed that fortified
rice is being rolled out in
the state as part of the
Government of India’s vi-
sion to reduce anemia and
micronutrient deficiencies
through the food safety
net schemes such as AYY
(Antyodaya Ann Yojana),
TPDS (Targeted Popula-
tion Distribution System),
PM-POSHAN and ICDS.
Ram Shri Harsha,
AGM, Quality Control,
RO Office, Food Corpo-
ration of India said, “FCI
is in the processof pro-
curing fortified rice. Rice
Fortification was launched
in January 2021 by theUP
CM Yogi Adityanath
in Chanduali district of
the state. In the Kharif
marketing seasons 2021,
58203 MT of fortified
rice was procured from
Chandauli and Varanasi
region. In the year 2021-
22 procurement of forti-
fied rice was done from
14 districts totalling to

5.75 lakh MT, addition-
ally the state procured
5.77 lakh MT of fortified
rice from Punjab and
Haryana to cater to the
demand of ICDS MDN
and PDS shops.”

As per the World Health
Organisation (WHO),
food fortification is one
of the widely accepted
food-based strategies to
address anaemia and mi-
cronutrient deficiencies,
others being dietary diver-
sification and micronutri-
ent supplementation. Food
fortification is scientific,
evidence-based and glob-
ally accepted as one of
the top-three priorities
for developing countries
(Copenhagen Consensus
Statement, 2008).

According to experts
fortified rice offers a
huge potential to im-
prove the anaemia situ-
ation in Uttar Pradesh,
(more than 50 per cent
prevalence among women
and children) especially
if provided through the
food safety net schemes.
Anaemia is a condition in
which, the normal oxygen
carrying capacity of blood
is reduced, due to reduced
red blood cells leading
to signs such as weak-
ness, fatigue, insomnia,
headache, nausea, which
in the longer term can
lead irreversible forms of
malnutrition.

Iran to launch rocket with

Tehran, Aug 11:

Iran plans to launch
a carrier rocket capable
of putting a satellite
weighing up to 100 kg
into orbit in a few weeks,
semi-official Tasnim
news agency reported on
Wednesday.

Iran’s  Minister  of
Communication and
Information Technology
Issa Zarepour told
reporters on the sidelines
of a cabinet meeting
on Wednesday that Iran
is  currently  capable
of sending  satellites
weighing up to 50 kg
into orbit, according to
the report.

The minister said Iran
plans to send satellites
weighing above 500
kg into orbit onboard
homegrown launch
vehicles in three years.

Referring to the
successful ~ launch  of
Iran’s Khayyam satellite
from the Baikonur space
station in Kazakhstan
by Russia’s Soyuz
satellite carrier rocket on
Tuesday, Zarepour said
Iranian President Ebrahim
Raisi’s administration
plans to expand strategic
cooperation with major
countries in the space
industry.

J soldiers, 2 ultras die in
JaK terror attack

New Delhi, Aug 11:

Three soldiers lost their lives as Indian
Army foiled an early morning terror attack
on Thursday at the Rajouri base and
brought down two terrorists, officials said.

The terrorists tried to sneak into an
Indian Army post in Pargal at 3.30 a.m.
in the dark. They were challenged by the
sentry and an exchange of fire took place.

Five soldiers suffered injuries in the
attack and three of them succumbed.

Security officials have cordoned off
the area and additional forces have been
dispatched for a search operation.

Security forces were on high alert in
Rajouri and Poonch districts following
intelligence inputs of suspicious movement
in the two districts, sources said.

Many areas in Darhal of Rajouri were
under combing operation and deployment
of forces were increased following the
inputs, ahead of the Independence Day.

The Khayyam satellite,
weighing 600 kg, has
great accuracy and can
help improve productivity
in the agriculture sector,
he said, adding that
its  successful  launch
marks the beginning of
“strategic” aerospace
cooperation between
Tehran and Moscow.

The satellite, placed
in an orbit of 500 km
above the Earth, will
send back high-resolution
images four times a day.
The initial signals from
the Khayyam satellite
have been received at the
Iranian Space Agency’s
Mahdasht space base,
according to  Iranian
media reports.

In March, Iran
successfully launched the
Noor-2 reconnaissance
satellite at an altitude
of 500 km, using the
indigenous three-stage
Qased (Messenger)
carrier rocket.

The Noor-2 is Iran’s
second military satellite
put into the low Earth
orbit. In late April 2020,
Iran’s Islamic Revolution
Guards Corps used the
Qased carrier to launch
the Noor-1 into an orbit
of 425 km above the

up to June-2024. In this
regard, Uttar Pradesh has
already started distribution
of fortified rice under its
food safety net schemes,

As part of the com-
munity sensitisation, UN-
WFP recently completed

a three-month campaign
to sensitise community,
frontline workers, mid-
day meal cooks, parents,
teachers and community
